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Effective Pupil Use of ICT in the context of the New Secondary Curriculum

Main Points from Wendy’s Presentation:

· Use up-to-date source material that pupils respond well to e.g. Pigloo Moi j’aime skier

· Use pictures and text to help develop understanding of a poem

· Use sound files creatively, perhaps linked to mind maps

· Try a different kind of methodology, for example French verbs through relaxation podcasts series.

· It does not always have to be an IT suite: what about hand-held recording devices and videos.

· Develop creativity with speaking avatars e.g. Vokis and Go animate

How to download videos from Youtube

1. Find the clip you want and copy the web address.

2. Go to www.zamzar.com and select ‘Download files’.  

3. Paste the website address into the first box.

4. For the type of file in step 2, select ‘wmv’ (this will play on all computers through windows media player).

5. Type in your email address, and click ‘convert’

6. In a few minutes you can open your emails and find a link.  Click on the link, then click the green box ‘Download files’.  

7. Save the file before opening it.

How to Create a Voki

1. Go to www.voki.com/
2. Click ‘Get Started’

3. Change your character

4. Follow the arrows to find one you like

5. You can change hair, clothing, bling, or even add a moustache.

6. When you are happy with your character, click DONE

7. Now, give it a voice!

You can either record directly into the Voki, by clicking on the microphone and RECORD.  You will need a microphone available to record.

You could also browse for a previously recorded sound file, already created, perhaps one that you have recorded and edited using free Audacity recording software.

 8.     Click on the ‘T’ symbol.  Type your text in French (or another language).

9.     Change the Accent/Language to French and change the

         voice to a male or female name, depending on your

         character.  

10. Click DONE when you have finished.

     11.      You can also click on BACKGROUNDS to change the

                scene.

12. Now click PUBLISH.

13. Give your creation a name and click SAVE

14. Close the small box in the centre of the screen and

             highlight the code you are given.

To save your Voki: Publisher

Copy the code and open up Publisher

Select ‘Blank web page’ from the choices down the bottom left hand side

A ‘web tools’ toolbar appears.  Click on the ‘Html code fragment’ icon and paste the voki code into the box provided.  You can move this around the screen, and this is where it will appear.  You can also put several vokis onto one page.

Then click on the ‘Publish to web’ icon from the tool bar, and this will ask you to save it somewhere (it will not save it as a webpage that can be viewed externally).

Finally, if you would like to view the web page, click on the icon ‘Web page preview’.
