Imaginative activity is the process of generating something original:  providing an alternative to the expected , the conventional, or the routine.

It is ... essentially generative

Creative insights often occur when existing ideas are combined or reinterpreted in unexpected ways or when they are applied in areas with which they are not normally associated.  Often this arises by making unusual connections.

Creativity involves … an evaluative mode.

Creative activity involves playing with ideas and trying out possibilities.

The creation or something new is not accomplished by the intellect alone but by the play instinct.  The creative mind plays with the objects it loves.

Creative principles, processes and strategies
· We / learners need highly structured objective-driven learning activities

· We need more than that

· Sometimes we need less structured, more spontaneous, challenging, risky, (but supported) opportunities
· Give the learners a cue

· Remove the stress 

· Start small (Things to do with … a pear)
· Generate ‘recyclable’ language tools 

· Apply them to make new language
· Getting ready for a Performance is a useful learning process for Language learners anyway
