Both mean “And you?” in French — but they are used in different situations.
1. |9 Formal “Vous”
When to use: When you are talking to adults, people in authority like teachers, strangers, or anyone where
politeness and respect are required.
Example: If a student is talking to a policeman, they would use "vous'.
2. W Informal “Tu"
When to use: When you are talking to friends, peers, family members, or anyone of the same age or
younger in an informal setting.
Example: If a student is talking to a classmate, they would use 'tu’
3. Plural “Vous”
When to use: When you are talking to more than one person, regardless of formality.
Example: If a student is addressing their classmates, they would use 'vous'
B xamples
Formal: “Comment allez-vous?” (How are you? — Formal/Plural)
Informal: “Comment vas-tu?” (How are you? - Informal/Singular)

Tip: If you're not sure, use Et vous? to be polite!

Reading: Greetings in France

Greetings are important in France. Thus, it is necessary to greet others correctly to make a
good impression. A common verbal greeting is 'Bonjour' (good morning/day) or 'Bonsoir’
(good evening) depending on the time of day. Handshakes are the narm in a business
setting or with acquaintances. It is expected that you will shake hands with everyone
present when arriving and leaving. Among friends and relatives, the most common greeting
is the 'l bise’ (kiss on both cheeks). The la bise consists of placing one’s cheek against
another's, making a kiss noise, then repeating it on the opposite side. In some parts of
France, you might give two, three or even four kisses. A la bise is sometimes accompanied
with an embrace. One should remove their sunglasses and/or hat when doing a la bise.
Respect is shown in verbal greetings by referring to the person as “Madam,” {'Mrs’}
“Monsieur” ("Mr') or “Mademoiselle”. Madam is only used to refer to a married woman,
while Mademoiselle is reserved for unwed women.
