Follow-on conversation on the broader thematic context

You must begin the follow-on conversation by asking the candidate to talk

about

BREAK TIME, for example: ;Qué piensas de las instalaciones en tu instituto?

Use the candidate’s responses to continue the conversation about this subject as well as

other areas of the thematic context, and the interests and experiences of the candidate.

Recommendations:

Aim for a natural conversation:

1. Avoid jumping sub-topics too quickly
2. Try to react to the student’s response

Final recommendations:

Keep your spontaneous question simple (opinion, yes/no)

|deal ratio: 1 surprise -?- every 2 prep -?-

Avoid persisting with prep -?- if the student is not coping - improvise!

Get past and future timeframe -?- out of the way early but naturally!
